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Students at the Evangelical Lutheran School in Beit Sahour have the opportunity to learn traditional Palestinian cultural arts and crafts in the Vocational Program there. The kids get to learn olive-wood carving, candle-making, mosaic, ceramics, glass work and other traditional arts.  The program then sells some of its things in a shop to visitors, locals and international partners who place orders for things. This program, the music program and academics keep the 470 students quite busy under the leadership of almost 30 full and part-time teachers.   The ELCJHL schools continue to be operating while the public schools are still on  strike.  We are thankful for all of those who support this and other programs and schools so we can keep working for the benefit and education of our children.
